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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS FOR CANOPY

1) Put the canopy legs into the lift uprights and adjust for height. NOTE: Winch must be removed first to put the leg into the winch upright.  

2) Layout the 2 long siderails so the pegs are offset to the outside of the lift. 

3) Slide the two end bows on the side rail, so the set screws face in and hand tighten, then slide the remaining bows over the pegs on the side rails. 

4) Insert the ¼” x 2.5” carriage bolts into the bows and bolt the 1” x 1” center support tube to the under side of the bows. Put the canopy on the lift. Slide the “U” bolts over the side rail and over the angle on the winch upright) and adjust the canopy for the proper position for your boat.

5) NOTE: The canopy frame must be square, for the fabric to fit properly. This can be done with the frame on the lift, if the lift is level. Measure equal distance from the front legs of the lift to the front of the canopy, on both sides of the lift. Then adjust the canopy for the proper position for your boat and tighten the nuts on the “U” bolts.

6) Roll out the canopy from one end of the frame, and pull it down over the sides. Then run the shock cord through the “D” rings on the canopy and tie a knot in the shock cord.

7) Adjust the bottom end of the canopy so that the fabric is tight, in the outside corners. Then tighten the set screws.

8) Now insert the “S”-hooks into the holes on the inside of the canopy bows. Pull up the shock cord and slip it on to “S” hooks. (Alternate sides when pulling up the shock cord.)
NOTE: The shock cord should be tight. It may be necessary to pull the slack from the cord to fasten the cord to all the “S” hooks, or to tighten the cord if it is loose.
